Arrival and Departure 

For security reasons, each parent or specified approved adult must sign the child in 

and out every day during drop off and pick up. If anyone other than the parent is 

picking up, parents must call to notice our school, they must show photo identifica-

Late Pickup 

Bleu Avenue doesn’t not offer late pickup. Parents must pickup their child(ren) by 

6pm the latest. A $50 late pickup fee with be charged per occurrence if the parent

Parents must arrange visits with the classroom teacher in order to accommodate the 

class schedule. We also have 2 Open House Days every year. Parents and Grandpar-

ents are all welcome to join. We will send out the invitation before it. _____(Initials) 

 

Tuition 

Monthly tuition is due by the 1st of every month. There will be a $25 late fee after 

the 5th of month. If the tuition check is not clear by the bank, we would then require 

$35.00 bank fee plus cash or money order for tuition payment. _____(Initials)

There will be no refund or “make up days” for absence, sick leave or vacation. For 

extended vacation days, full tuition is required to hold your child’s enrollment and is

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Sickness Policy 

With the cooperation of parents keeping their sick children at home, we can prevent 

the spread of more germs and illness to the other students. We will ask parents to 

keep the students at home, if he/she has fever over 100.4 degrees, 3 & more cases 

of Diarrhea or Persistent cough. Please return the students when he/she is symp-

toms free for at least 24 hours (without use of medication) If your child has been 

sent to a doctor and is told he or she may return to school sooner than 24 hours, 

please provide a note from the doctor. _____(Initials) 

 

Allergies 

If your child has allergies, please discuss them in detail with the teachers. For food 

allergies, a written description signed by parent and doctor must be on file and up-

dated every year. The staff of the center will take appropriate precautions. If at 

any time your child develops an allergy, please let us know immediately. NUT-FREE 

ZONE:  we attempt to be a nut-free zone. Due to an increase in children with aller-

gies, parents can prepare lunch and snack for children. Please don’t bring any peanuts 

as well as tree nuts such as almonds, cashews, walnuts, pine nuts (pinoli), etc. Our
